Additionally, the lack of a proper intersection type makes it impossible for me to correctly type-hint several libraries I develop. I can usually (though not always) work around the lack of higher-kinded types, but if you frequently work with protocols that add additional attributes to existing objects (a trivial example would be defining a cache attribute on a function object), the missing intersection type is really very painful

I honestly think that the runtime type tooling (like dataclasses or pydantic) that has emerged in recent years is python's strongest superpower to date. But as someone writing libraries in this space, it's also the most painful part of typing to get working as desired.

I do also really deeply appreciate the documentation value of type hints; it's actually turned me off from type inference in other languages.

Getting type hints onto toml, yaml, or json files used as configs seems nascent and in need of better support. Dataclasses importing is *fine*, but still requires you to essentially make a change to a .py file every time you want to change a config file. Maybe this is a skill issue, but seems like friction and is in need of an idiomatic solution - maybe this is a library that generates a configs stubfile based on the config file structure.

Footguns from situations where other (or inbuilt) libraries have incorrect type hinting. For example, constructing paths from importlib.resources Traversable - you can specify a specific file path and not a directory and this all works out fine at runetime, but is still seen as a traversable and not a path so you get yelled at if you attempt to open that as a directory.

Frequent improvement and development - the past 3 years have been huge in terms of QOL and upgrades to the ecosystem. A way to template a function type (for example, if I have a bunch of functions with common arguments and some other function specific arguments, and I need to overload them, it'd be nice to specify one template and then just say "these functions follow this template"). This would also make returning an overloaded function in a decorator nicer.
Support for type inference of like a Final constant nested object. For example, if I have an object like d = {1: {2: 3, 4: [5, 6]}, 6: [7, 8]}, it would be nice if d[1][4][0] and d[6][1] inferred to be ints and not yell at me for it being a dict | list | int or whatever.
